Form: S +is, am, are + past participle

English has two voices: active and passive. The active voice is used when
the subject of the sentence does the action. In the example, A is the subject
and B is the object.

For example: My mom sings that song.
A B

The passive voice is used when we focus on the object of the sentence.
In the example, B becomes the subject.

For example: That song is sung by my mom.
B A

When it is important to know who does the action, we use by. The noun
that follows by is called the “agent.” My mom was the subject in the active
sentence, but it becomes the agent in the passive sentence.

Sometimes, when the agent is unknown, or unimportant to the meaning
of the sentence, we do not use by.

For example: This sweater is made in China.

* We form the passive with be + past participle (3rd form of the verb).
* In the present simple, the passive is: am / is / are + past participle (3rd form
of the verb).

Remember!
1. The past participle always stays the same. Only the form of be changes.
2. The subject and verb must always agree in number.

Subject Verb Object
Active The teachers help the new student.
Passive | The new student is helped by the teacher.

Active The teachers help the new students.
Passive | The new students | are helped by the teachers.




Negative and Questions
Notice that the helping verb in passive sentences is always a form of the
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verb be.

For example: The environment is studied by many scientists.

MaHa Sarakham-My-Hometown

Maha Sarakham is one of the provinces of Thailand. It is situated the
heart of northeast of Thailand having the peaceful atmosphere and being the
center of education in the northeast so the name “Taksila of Isan” (Taksila was
a city where education of all branches was centered in ancient India) is given to
it. Neighboring provinces are (from north clockwise) Kalasin, Roi Et, Surin,
Buriram, and Khon Kaen.

Maha Sarakham was originally a satellite town of Roi Et founded in 1865.
In 1868, the central government in Bangkok declared Maha Sarakham a
province of its own under the supervision of Bangkok.

The provincial seal of this province shows a tree in front of rice fields,
symbolizing the richness of resources in the province. Now, Maha Sarakham is
divided into 13 districts, 133 sub-districts, and 1,804 villages. It is 470
kilometers, along highway, from Bangkok. This province has no mountain or
hill. There is the Chi River that flows through and the majority of the area is the
rice field.

The principal occupations of Maha Sarakham people are cultivation and
animal raising. The outstanding home industry of Maha Sarakham is sericulture
and silk fabric production. Maha Sarakham had woven silk and cotton which
are the original and beautiful pattern.

There are attractive festivals and events in Maha Sarakham such as Bun
Boek Fa and Red Cross Fair. It is an annual celebration taken place around the
end of rice farming season which falls on the 3™ waxing day the 3™ lunar
month. The main features of the fair are Bun Boek Fa procession which
concerns about rice goddess spirit and container of Baisi Su Khwan. Along with
the main features are cultural activities, local entertainment, folk music
performance, and several ceremonies.

Phrathat Nadun Homage Paying Festival takes place on the 15" waxing
day of the 3™ |unar month (Makha Bucha Day) of every year at Nadun district.
The fairground is the area around Phrathat Nadun, Buddhist Bounds of the
northeast and it lasts five days and five nights. Maha Sarakham has many
tourist attractions such as Phrathat Nadun, Isan Cultural & Art Center, Kae Dam
Wooden Bridge, Kosamphi Forest Park, and Dun Lamphan No-hunting Area.
