The coronavirus is transmitted via fluids in the respiratory system such as mucus and

saliva. When coronavirus infected patients cough or sneeze without covering the mouth, they
disperse droplets of mucus and saliva into the air. These droplets stay in the air and fall onto
any surface 1-2m away. But droplets can stay on surfaces like doorknobs or handrails and
survive for 5-6 days, so most patients are infected by making contact with a surface
or object that has the virus before touching their own nose, eyes or mouth. Therefore,
Kregular hand-washing is essential.
